MR. KAISER, PRINCIPAL 

I am actually surprised that we 

have not had more than the 

amount of students out that we 

have so far. There are A LOT of 

allergies that are happening right 

now. Many parents have been 

communicating this to the school 

office. We appreciate this 

information because we then can 

pass this on to the teachers and 

parents.   

St. James has also experienced 

several younger students who 

have had high temperatures but 

not tested positive for COVID. It 

seems to be around a three-day 

bug before the children begin to 

feel better.  

Lastly, I will let you know that 

several children throughout the 

building have loved ones who 

have been exposed to COVID. 

These students would include 

Grades 2, 3, 4, 6, 7, and 8 since 

the beginning of the school year. 

Praise God that we have had only 

one confirmed student case of 

COVID. We have also had three 

cases of staff contracting COVID 

since the beginning of the school 

year. Please continue to pray for 

all those affected by this menace. 

If we have more positive cases in 

students, I will be speaking with 

the board of education to possibly 

call a two-week stoppage for face 

to face instruction and begin 

distance learning at that time. 

This is NOT happening YET. But 

I want to begin preparing you due 

to the recent spike in COVID 

cases. The health department 

also may reach out and require 

us to do so as well.   

Please pray for our brothers and 

sisters in Christ at Sacred Heart, 

Wolf River, and Shawano schools 

as they too, continue to battle this 

nasty virus.  

Classroom jobs were assigned this week in the preschool rooms 

(just in case anyone says the teachers made them clean). J We 

tried to be creative and made some of these new procedures fun. 

The germinator is a new job this year! 

 

Mr. Kaiser has made a deal with the 

student body regarding mask 

wearing. They were told that we are 

wearing masks to protect not just 

themselves, but others around the 

school. He also stated that St. 

James will not close due to student 

numbers being out, but because we 

cannot fill the staffing to cover each 

classroom. It is hard to find any 

substitute teacher who can commit 

to working for two straight weeks.
